United States Government (USG) assistance to Serbia aims to help the country become a stable, multiethnic, democ-
ratic, and prosperous country fully integrated into Euro-Atlantic institutions, while contributing to regional security
in the Western Balkans. Support focuses on helping Serbia strengthen and entrench democratic institutions and
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good governance, increase the capacity of civil society organizations, overcome past ethnic divisions, foster broad-
based economic progress, and build good relationships with its neighbors.

Governing Justly and Democratically (cont.)

In FY 2011, USG support for decentralization led to
campaigns by the Serbian National Coalition for De-
centralization, which mobilized more than 20,000
citizens in 12 cities to take interest in how decentrali-
zation can improve everyday lives. The Coalition’s
work has facilitated better communication between
citizens and government, and raised the profile of the
regions of Serbia that are frequently marginalized in
the decision-making process.

The USG assisted over 70 civil society organizations
to advocate effectively about political, economic, and
social issues that consolidate Serbia’s democratic
transition and contributed to the drafting and passage
of 14 key laws.

Political process assistance focused on critical ques-
tions of accountability and good governance, support-
ing political parties, local elected officials, civil soci-
ety activists, and the National Assembly. The USG
supported Parliament’s efforts to develop a communi-
cations plan and an improved website to increase the
public’s access to information. Programs also sup-
plied budgeting, accounting, and human resources
software for the Assembly.

Investing in People

USG assistance improved public outreach and educa-
tional opportunities throughout Serbia in FY 2011,
influencing more than 5,000 young and emerging
Serbian leaders through improved educational access
and new opportunities to learn English. The USG-
funded Academic Advising Center reached over
6,000 students through direct and online advising and
testing.

With support from USG, Serbia amended its Law on
Public Debt, making it possible for insurance compa-
nies and pension funds to purchase municipal bonds
and for the public placement of municipal securities.
USG assistance facilitated a new by-law on the con-
version of property usage rights to ownership rights,
removing a major impediment to construction and
investment; and an improved Energy Law, which re-
moves major barriers to investment

To support Serbia’s key agriculture sector, USG pro-
grams continued to work on building a long-term
forecasting model with the Serbian Ministry of Agri-
culture for use in policy analysis. The Ministry will
use this model to analyze alternative policy scenarios,
including World Trade Organization and European
Union accession. Monthly training activities assisted
the Serbian Ministry of Agriculture to improve its
capacity to transfer technology and know-how to
farmers through agricultural extension advisors.
