combat trafficking in persons (TIP); support efforts to promote democratic reforms,
including judicial reform, and promote civil society; prevent and control infectious
diseases; and increase household income with assistance throughout various agriculture
value chains, strengthen the capacity of agricultural businesses to meet international
standards and export, and improve the business climate for increased trade and investment.
